Unpack the parts and remove any packaging. 

Check the parts if they are complete and undamaged. 

In the case of transport damage, please immediately contact the supplier.  
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2. PREPARE THE FRAME 

 

First, the existing bottom bracket should be removed completely. 

 

Attention: The engine installation is only possible with frames that have installed a 

BSA bottom bracket (68mm length)! 

 

Remove the pedal crank completely. All gear and brake cables and light cords should be 

routed so that they do not extend between the frame and motor. 
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3. MOUNTING OF THE MOTOR 

Put the engine carefully through the frame. Push the security plate on the axis. Srew the 

securing nut carefully with the hand. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Check if the motor is on the right side (chain side) completely tight on the pedal crank. If not, 

the distance have to be balanced with the distance plate! Take care that the gearbox doesn’t 

touch the frame.  
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After the balance of the chain side the distance between engine and security plate has to be 

balanced with the distance plate. Screw the M5-screws just slighty. 

Depending on the frame, you have to use the matcfhing assembly option for torque support. 

Option 1 is included in the scope of supply. 

 

4. OPTION 1: MOUNTING WITH THE MOUNTING BRACKET ON THE STAND PLATE 
(INCLUDED IN THE SCOPE OF SUPPLY) 

 

Put the motor in the right position to mount it with the mounting bracket. 
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5. OPTION 2: MOUNTING WITH CLAMP (NOT INCLUDED IN THE SCOPE OF SUPPLY)

For the safety of the frame the clamp can be covered with a shrink tube. (not included in the

6. OPTION 3:MOUNTING WITH THE MOUNTING BRACKET (NOT INCLUDED IN THE SCOPE OF    

SUPPLY) 

For special frames or special vehicles you can choose the alternative mounting bracket. This 

model will be fixed on the frame. 
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7. MOUNTING OF THE MOTOR IN THE END POSITION 

 

Screw the 2 M5-screws tight on the stand plate. Screw the motor with the securing nut to-

gether and tighten them. Use the special tool for this operation. The securing nut should be 

tighten with about 50Nm. The use of a screw glue is also possible. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

8. MOUNTING OF THE CRANK 

 

Fix the 2 cranks and take care of the marks on the right and left side.  

 

9. MOUNTING OF THE CRANK 

 

Put the chain on the chainring ond check, if the length and tension are alright. We suggest to 

use a special, strong chain that is designed for E-Bikes only! 

 

10. MOUNTING OF THE DISPLAY 

 

Fix the display and the operating element on the handlebar. An operation without using the

Connect the terminal strip for the battery with the +/- cable of the motor. Push the terminal

Screw the battery holder with 4 ScrewsM5x12 on the luggage carrier. 
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14. MOUNTING AND CONNECTION OF THE FRAME BATTERY SYSTEM TYP13 
 

Mount the battery holder on the frame. Solder the „+“ cable of the motor with the „+“ con-

tact of the battery holder. Solder the „-„ cable of the motor with the „-„ contact of the bat-
